Administrative: Provide reception, typing, filing, mailing, computer data entry, and
volunteer support.

Greeters: Answer visitors’ questions and give them directions. Must be friendly and
able to stand for a long period.

Children’s Education Center: Familiarize visitors with the Children’'s Education
Center and interpret various exhibits and displays. Must enjoy working with children
and adults.

Maintenance: Provide general maintenance of the Park, including cleaning and
repairs. Must be willing to work outside and be at least eighteen years of age.

Gardening: Plant, water, weed, dig, spread mulch, trim, fertilize, and provide general
maintenance of gardens and/or related areas. Need a strong back and be willing to
work outside.

Transportation: Act as dock assistant, be a boat driver, or be a tram driver. Must have
driver’'s license, be willing to endure the outside climate, and conduct interpretive
programs.

Park Host: Assist visitors by answering questions and interpret exhibits and natural
resources of the Park. Involves standing for long periods and dealing with the outside
climate.

Wildlife Care: Duties include kitchen duty, diet preparation, building housekeeping,
and animal habitat maintenance. You must be at least eighteen years of age, have a
strong back, and be of good health.
